PICKLEBALL COURTS RULES AND ETIQUETTE

1. Online reservations through the franco’s app will take priority on the
courts at all times.

2. Pickleball courts are open for play during club hours only.

3. Marking the courts is prohibited.

4. No sitting or bouncing on the nets.

5. Always wear proper attire including court shoes. Please make sure
that your shoes are clean and rock free before entering the courts.

Ex: Crocs or barefoot is NOT allowed.

6. Do not bring any food, alcoholic beverages or glass containers on the
pickleball courts.

7. The courts are only to be used for their intended purpose. Other uses
like tennis, skateboarding, rollerblading, basketball, volleyball or other
activities are not allowed.

8. Smoking is not permitted on the courts or in the facility.

9. Do not smash your paddle into the court, or any other club property.
If you break or damage something, you will be required to replace it.
10. Be respectful of opposing players and those on adjacent courts.
Avoid unnecessary interruptions and minimize loud outbursts and
distracting behavior. Ex: Walking behind a court in the middle of a point.
11. Control your temper: foul or abusive language, or unsportsmanlike
gloating or laughing at an opponent’s mistake, is not allowed.

12. Please clean up after yourself.

13. For safety purposes, never play on a wet court. They are extremely
dangerous.

TENNIS

- Members can reserve a court through the Franco's app or calling the
racquets desk at (985)792-0260. Courts can be booked up to 3 days (72
hours) in advance. If your court is being cancelled, please update the
reservation system to allow other members to take the court.

- Tennis courts are for tennis use only. Other sports that could
potentially damage the courts are not allowed.

- All guest must pay applicable guest fees at the front desk or the
racquets desk before playing. All guest must play with a member. Non-
members wishing to rent a court would need to purchase a day pass.

- Proper tennis attire must be worn at all times, no sports bras or
swimwear allowed. Shirts are required to be worn at all times.

- If you plan on playing tennis on clay court, specific tennis shoes are
required.

- Tennis ball machine is available for member use. We have monthly,
annual and lifetime memberships available for purchase that will save
you money down the road. Let us know if you are interested in learning
more on how you can save money for the ball machine. The single use is
S10 and is available for 30, 60 and 90 minutes.

- Scheduled lessons and clinics cancelled within 24-hour notice will be
billed.

- Please make sure to signup online for our open clinics.

- Please note: If we do not have any signups the day of the clinic and a
member requests a lesson at the same time, the clinic will be cancelled.
